They will need to wear a brightly coloured top and school uniform trousers or skirt and bring a packed
lunch in a bag. It would be really helpful if all the items were disposable, so we don’t have to store
lunchboxes or flasks at the Auditorium. ( If your meals have already been ordered, please do not forget
to go online and either cancel it or phone the office to order an away day packed lunch by 16 June).
